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WHEREAS, County Administrator Donnie Caughman once again indicated that he had
originally received proposals from both Fox-Everett, Inc. and Blue Cross/Blue Shield (through
the Integrity Group) and that in his estimation, and despite the determination of the prior Board
of Supervisors, the proposal submitted by the Integrity Group was superior to that of Fox Everett,

WHEREAS, Mr. Caughman reported that the Board had authority to vacate the prior
decision, rescind the coverage with Fox-Everett, Inc. and place such coverage with Blue Cross
and Blue Sheild,

(1) to place the county’s health, dental and vision insurance coverage with Blue Cross and Blue
